--------------------------------------------------------------------------------

- Started at the junction of 2130 and Hwy 216.  There is a plowed parking area there - definitely room for a few vehicles.

- Conditions: darn nice day, several feet of snow.

- Hike up 2130 to obvious junction with 2130-015: a heavily used snowmobile route.

- Stay on 2130, also a snowmobile route, underneath the powerlines, past a parking area on the left designated by a wooden fence (which should be visible above the snow unless it snows a ton).

- Past the wooden fence, head uphill into unit 21 (Cathedral Development) at a NW bearing, towards the Riparian Area at the NW corner of 21.

- At or near the top of the hill you should see blue unit flags and possibly signs of a motorcross trail. 

- Go downhill through unit towards the NW corner of the unit, where the unit, the ditch and road 2130 all meet.

- Exit the unit into a fairly recent clear-cut, staying upslope and West from the ditch, but keeping the ditch in sight - head NW.  The trees at the top of the hill, to your West are units that you will go through on the way back.

- Continue along through the clear-cut, within sight of the ditch, gradually turning more to the West.

- Cross down and over a side stream, visibly marked as Riparian on the unit map.  Note how close the previous thinning sale: Prudence, cut to the side stream.  Note also how these irrigation ditches not only divert water from the source but also divert all the side streams.

- Stay within sight of the ditch, still, going back uphill into yet more clear-cut.

- Cross down and over 2nd Riparian Area marked on unit map, then continue through clear-cut to NE corner of unit 15 (Restoration).

- Note that we have been told the USFS is treating the ditches in Juncrock as Riparian Areas, yet the N border of unit 15 is the ditch.

- Once at unit 15, turn uphill about 100 feet to obvious road: 2130-226.

- Road 226 cuts through unit 15.  The unit starts as fairly dense, but changes to beautiful, definitely not dense, mature/old-growth.

- Road 226 turns to the SE.  At a junction at the SE corner of the unit, turn Right, headed SW towards unit 17.

- At the next junction you rejoin the snowmobile track.  The road sign was visible: 2130-016 (although it looks like 220 on the map).  Go straight, headed S.

- You are now cutting through unit 17.  

- Look for blue flags on the Left, about 100' down the road, indicating the border between units 17 & 18.  Turn Left along these flags and stay on a due-East bearing through unit 18.

- Unit 18 gets more and more dense as you head E.  Cross road in middle of unit, continue E.

- Enter into old clear-cut at E edge of unit 18, essentially in the headwaters of the first side stream you crossed earlier.

- Turn NW to hit the main road through the area: 220.  Again, back on the snowmobile track.

- Once on 220, unit 20? is obvious as it is the only stand of trees nearby.  This is the unit you crossed below on the way out across the clear-cut.

- Enter unit 20 on the main 220 road, then turn Left on marked road 2130-223.  Go just a short way into the unit and turn Right, towards the NE corner of the unit.  Note the mature and old-growth trees in the unit.

- From the NE corner flags, turn SE-ish and see huge, fire-scarred Doug Fir just 50 feet away.  Another 50 to the SE are 2 huge Ponderosas.

- In between the Doug Fir and the Ponderosa is the motorcross trail mentioned earlier.  Follow it to the SE corner of unit 20, where it enters a clear-cut planted with Ponderosa. 

- Turn SW towards the middle of unit 19, which is the unit along Hwy 216.  Pop into this unit to point out the beautiful mature and old-growth mix of tree species along Hwy 216, in the scenic viewshed.

- When ready to head back, just follow the powerlines (phone lines actually, I think) to the East.

- If clear day, when even with the SW corner of unit 21, walk along the West edge of the unit about 50-100' for great view of The Hood.

- Follow powerlines back to first junction of the day, where 2130 and 2130-220 meet.  Turn Right and back to vehicles.
